Kaufman County Birth Center is not a hospital. It is a freestanding birth center licensed by the Texas Department of State Health Services. It is a facility, were woman can give birth in a home-like environment. Midwives who have completed the educational and licensing requirements set forth by the Texas Department of State Health services Midwifery Board provide services at the birth center. The staff midwives oversee the birth process in a way that respects the woman and her family. Midwives take care to avoid unnecessary and sometimes risky interventions. Mothers receive care from the associate midwives throughout pregnancy, labor and birth, and the postpartum period. Mothers and babies are not separated after birth and the midwives provide normal newborn care.

Only low risk mothers are accepted as clients by Kaufman County Birth Center. No pain medication is available. The center has some basic equipment on hand for emergencies. There are some conditions associated with childbirth that can only be handled in a hospital. Examples of such conditions include manual removal of the placenta and cesarean section. The client must agree to transport to the hospital if the associate midwife providing care and guidance deems it necessary for the client and/or her babies safety and well-being. Kaufman County Birth Center and our associate midwives DO NOT carry malpractice insurance.

In the event that as labor unfolds it is necessary to transfer care to a hospital, the client will be taken to Presbyterian Hospital, Kaufman TX or the client’s hospital of choice. In the event of an emergency, the client will be taken to Presbyterian Hospital, Kaufman TX of which is the closest hospital to the birth center. The client understands that she will be cared for by the physician designated as “on-call” unless she has arrangements with her private physician. The client also understands that she is responsible for the fees associated with transporting to the hospital and any care received by herself and/or her infant.
